Ferrell suggests these simple tips to help homeowners fight the mold battle:

Check all visible water piping and valves for signs of moisture. Cold water pipes can “sweat” if exposed to humid indoor air.  Simply wrapping the pipe with insulation can stop this condensation. Be sure to check for moisture under sinks, lavatories and especially behind the washing machine. Leaky faucets and drains should be repaired as soon as possible. Other tactics include keeping indoor humidity below 60%. The lower the humidity, the tougher it is for mold to grow.
