Ferrell says that next on the list is quilted toilet paper. “Soft is nice but it’s also very easy to use too much of the thicker paper.” A third item, though a bit more technical, is just to make sure the water level in the tank is at the proper level. Inside the tank is a recommended water level mark. If the water is below this mark, it may not have enough to perform a good flush. 


Almost as a last resort, the toilet itself could be a problem. In the late 1980’s and early 1990’s, new water saving mandates cause manufacturers to rush new designs to market. In nearly every case, these early models are easily out performed by today’s crop of high efficiency toilets.
